In some cases, yes. We have had many
varsity sports represented in the marching
band, including football, cheer, golf, and
dance. These students learn to be
organized and effective at managing their
time. Volleyball, cross country, and boys'
soccer schedules tend to conflict.

Due to the
complexity of the high school scheduling
process, band placements for next year
will not be finalized until the end of this
school year.
